The improvements available include, but are not restricted to:

e Suitable standard and continuous cycle routes (on carriageway/off carriageway as
appropriate), promoting sustainable transport.

o Integration with other cycle routes (NCN, etc.).

e Cycle route connectivity with the local rail service (much used by cyclists).

e Improved reliability of employee motor commuting via improvement to the underlying
road structure.
